RUSSIAN FEDERATION PROPOSALS ON AGENDA TO THE SECOND MEETING OF THE INTERNET GOVERNANCE FORUM (IGF)

(12-15) November 2007, Rio-de-Janeiro, Brazil)

The Russian Federation studied the draft agenda for the second meeting of the Internet governance forum (12-15 November, Rio-de-Janeiro, Brazil) prepared be Internet governance forum Secretariat.

As a whole the Russian Federation is in favour of proposed agenda for the second IGF meeting, in particular the following issues: openness, security, access and diversity.

At the same time, taking into account the target of Tunisian programme for Information society realization, adopted during the second stage of the WSIS, we propose to include in the IGF agenda a block of questions with a same title «International Internet governance organization».

In order to assure an efficient participation in the Internet governance at the global level in the frame of this theme we propose to discuss different approaches of countries to a practical realization of Tunisian programme for Information society, point 52, concerning the securing the participation of interested parties, particularly from the developing countries in the adoption of decisions on political issues concerning the Internet governance.

We consider as appropriate to study this block during the first day of the IGF instead of the agenda point «emerging issues» planned for 15th November 2007.

In the frame of security issues we consider that is important to study the security assurance problem under all the aspects concerning the Internet governance.

In order to increase the Forum work efficiency we propose to conclude the Forum by an adoption of a final document that will permit to reflect the degree of international understanding of Internet problems.
