| did not know before their arrival in Berlin.
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At the NRIs main session, | was especially pleased to see the positive way the session was
handled in its format and inclusiveness of all stakeholders. | was also happy to notice at
the NRIs very good examples of use of emerging technologies around the world.

Out of the meeting rooms, | spent most of my time at the NRIs booth where | had to
provide information to visitors and which also served as a good networking place for me
and |l interacted with a lot of stakeholders with whom | would interact in the future on IGF
process related matters. | provided advice to some of them, especially the African
stakeholders who were new in the IGF process and needed how they would fit in the
process at their return home by organizing national IGFs or by integrating the existing
structures. Moreover | advised new national IGF on the process of their recognition by the
IGF secretariat.

Recommendations:
e Make available on a paying basis interpretation from English to French and vice
versa
e Allocate a Mentor to the new IGF participants. The mentor would be an
experienced IGF practitioner from the region of origin of the new participant and
would assist and coach her/him throughout the process and follow up after the
IGF has ended

e Provide adequate space for bilateral meetings, workshops, open forums and other
meetings like what happened in Berlin
